glory of chola temple architecture, listed in world heritage monuments and also visit the tanjore palace which was
constructed in 16th century and has huge corridors, spacious halls, observation and arsenal towers overnight in
tanjore .

After breakfast leave for karaikudi check into chettinad mansion after noon witness the hidden treasures of the
chettinad region. Your excursion includes a visit to the chettinad palace, a textile weaving village, a tile making village
and an antique's market evening enjoy chettinad cuisine overnight in karaikudi.

After breakfast, leave for madurai - one of the oldest cities in south india and has been a centre of learning &
pilgrimage for centuries check in at your hotel after noon visit sri meenakshi temple which attracts thousands of
pilgrims from all over india and also visit thirumalai nayak palace overnight in madurai.
